8. EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT

8.1

RECOGNITION OF CONTRIBUTION TO SAVE THE TRICOLORED
BLACKBIRDS IN THE SAN JACINTO VALLEY

Tom Mullen, Executive Director, spoke about the outstanding work by
Ed Sauls and Tom Paulek. He noted the growing threat of the
Tricolored Blackbirds’ population dropping severely over the years. The
Tricolored Blackbirds often nest in silage fields. Harvesting these fields
will destroy nests, eggs, and the young birds that are not old enough
to fly away. A colony of the birds settled in a grower’s field in the San
Jacinto Valley. Once Ed Sauls and Tom Paulek became aware of the
situation, they instantaneously went to work with a number of
individuals from the California Land Conservancy, San Jacinto River
Landowner Coalition, Resource Landowner Coalition, and Eagle Valley
Developers to raise sufficient funds to compensate the grower to delay
harvest until the birds finished nesting.

At this time, on behalf of the RCA Board, Chairman Seyarto, Vice
Chairman Jeff Stone and Executive Director Tom Mullen, recognized
the outstanding efforts and the contributions to save the Tricolored
Blackbirds and presented Certificates of Appreciation for The California
Land Conservancy, San Jacinto River Landowner Coalition, and Land
Resource Coalition to Ed Sauls and to Tom Paulek of the Eagle Valley
Developers.

Tom Paulek informed those present that a nest survey indicated that
there were 5400 nests, which would produce somewhere between
2500 and 7500 young birds. At this time, Tom Paulek presented Ed
Sauls with a Tricolored Blackbird sign as a memento of his efforts.
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8.2 Tom Mullen noted that copies of the status report were distributed to
the Board Members detailing the actions taken or to be taken by RCA
in response to the recommendations in the audit report.

9. LAND ACQUISITION UPDATE

Ken Graff, Director of Land Acquisition and Management, reported that since
the last Board meeting, RCA has closed on approximately 300 acres of
property and they will be reflected in the land use map in the next revision.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE
WESTERN RIVERSIDE COUNTY REGIONAL CONSERVATION AUTHORITY
AND PATRICIA LOCK-DAWSON
TO PROVIDE CONSULTING SERVICES

1. PARTIES AND DATE.

This Agreement is made and entered into this 24th day of July, 2006 by and
between the Western Riverside County Regional Conservation Authority, a joint powers
agency, with its principal place of business at 4080 Lemon Street, Twelfth Floor,
Riverside, California 92501 and Patricia Lock-Dawson (“Consultant”), an individual with
her principal place of business at 5060 Castile Way, Riverside, California, 92507-5912.
The RCA and Consultant are sometimes individually referred to as “Party” and
collectively as “Parties.”

2. RECITALS.

2.1 RCA: Western Riverside County Regional Conservation Authority (the
“RCA”) is a joint power authority created pursuant to the provisions of the California
Government Code section 6500 with its principal place of business at 4080 Lemon
Street, Twelfth Floor, Riverside, California 92501.

2.2  Consultant. Consultant desires to perform and assume responsibility for
the provision of certain professional services required by the RCA on the terms and
conditions set forth in this Agreement.

2.3  Project. The RCA desires to engage Consultant to render grant program
coordination and other administrative services for the RCA as set forth in this
Agreement.

3. TERMS.
3.1 Scope of Services and Term.

311 General Scope of Services. Consultant shall assist in
performing comprehensive grant coordination and other administrative services as
directed by the RCA Deputy Executive Director as outlined and specified in Exhibit A
(“Services”), attached hereto and by this reference incorporated herewith. Services
shall include, but not be limited to, any duties and responsibilities assigned by the RCA
Deputy Executive Director. Work products associated with other objectives shall be as
determined by the RCA Deputy Executive Director. All Services shall be subject to, and
performed in accordance with, this Agreement and all applicable local, state and federal
laws, rules and regulations.
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3.1.2 Term. The term of this Agreement shall be from July 1, 2006
through June 30, 2007, unless earlier terminated as provided herein. Unless terminated
as provided herein, this Agreement will automatically renew for one twelve month
period, or until June 30, 2008.

3.2 Responsibilities of Consultant.

3.2.1 Control and Payment of Subordinates; Independent Contractor.
The Services shall be performed by Consultant. Consultant will determine the means,
methods and details of performing the Services subject to the requirements of this
Agreement. The RCA retains Consultant on an independent contractor basis and not
as an employee. An independent contractor is not an employee of the RCA and as
such, not entitled to the protections and benefits provided to RCA employees.

3.2.2 Schedule of Services. Consultant shall provide her Services to
the RCA on an as needed basis, within the term of this Agreement.

3.2.3 RCA’s Representative. The RCA hereby designates the RCA
Deputy Executive Director, or his or her designee, to act as its representative for the
performance of this Agreement. All invoices for Consultant shall be submitted to the
RCA. The RCA Deputy Executive Director shall be responsible for directing
Consultant’s activities pursuant to this Agreement. The RCA Deputy Executive Director
shall have the power to act on behalf of the RCA for all purposes under this Agreement.

3.2.4 Coordination_of Services. Consultant agrees to work closely
with the RCA Deputy Executive Director and RCA staff in the performance of Services
and shall be available to RCA’s Deputy Executive Director, staff, consultants and other
staff at all reasonable times.

3.25 Standard of Care; Performance of Employees. Consultant shall
perform all Services under this Agreement in a skillful and competent manner,
consistent with the standards generally recognized as being employed by professionals
in the same discipline in the State of California. Consultant warrants that all employees
and subcontractors shall have sufficient skill and experience to perform the Services
assigned to them. Consultant shall perform, at her own cost and expense and without
reimbursement from the RCA, any services necessary to correct errors or omissions
which are caused by the Consultant’s failure to comply with the standard of care
provided for herein.

3.3 Fees and Payments.

3.3.1 Compensation. Consultant shall receive compensation,
including authorized reimbursements, for all Services rendered under this Agreement at
the rate of $75.00 per hour. The total compensation for the twelve month term of this
Agreement shall not exceed one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000). If automatic
renewal of the Agreement occurs as provided in Section 3.1.2, the total additional
compensation for that additional twelve month period shall not exceed one hundred
thousand dollars ($100,000). Reimbursable expenses shall include those normally

2
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associated with the activities in support of grant coordination and other administrative
services. Extra Work may be authorized, as described below; and if authorized, said
Extra Work will be compensated at the rates and manner set forth in this Agreement.

3.3.2 Payment of Compensation. Consultant shall submit to the RCA
a monthly statement for Services rendered by Consultant. Said compensation shall be
paid in accordance with an invoice submitted to the RCA by Consultant within fifteen
(15) days from the last day of each calendar month, and the RCA shall, within forty-five
(45) days of receiving such statement, review the statement and pay all approved
charges thereon.

3.3.3 Extra Work. At any time during the term of this Agreement,
RCA may request that Consultant perform Extra Work. As used herein, “Extra Work”
means any work which is determined by RCA to be necessary for the proper completion
of the Project, but which the Parties did not reasonably anticipate would be necessary at
the execution of this Agreement. Consultant shall not perform, nor be compensated for,
Extra Work without written authorization from RCA’s Representative.

3.4 Accounting Records.

34.1 Maintenance and Inspection. Consultant shall maintain
complete and accurate records with respect to all reimbursable expenses incurred
under this Agreement. All such records shall be clearly identifiable. Consultant shall
allow a representative of the RCA during normal business hours to examine, audit, and
make transcripts or copies of such records and any other documents created pursuant
to this Agreement. Consultant shall allow inspection of all work, data, documents,
proceedings, and activities related to the Agreement for a period of three (3) years from
the date of final payment under this Agreement.

3.5 Insurance-Indemnification. Consultant shall indemnify and hold RCA, its
respective directors, officers, agents, elected officials, employees and independent
contractors free and harmless from any liability whatsoever, based or asserted upon
any services of Consultant, her agents, employees, or subcontractors, arising out of or
in any way relating to this Agreement, for property damage, bodily injury or death, or
any other element of damage of any kind or nature whatsoever and resulting from any
reason whatsoever arising from the performance of Consultant, her officers, agents,
employees or subcontractors arising from this Agreement. Consultant shall defend at
her sole expense, including but not limited to, attorney’s fees and costs, RCA, its
respective directors, officers, agents, elected officials, employees and independent
contractors, in any legal action or claim of any kind based upon such alleged acts or
omission.

3.5.1 Without limiting Consultant’s indemnification, Consultant shall
maintain in force at all times during the performance of this Agreement, insurance
policies evidencing coverage during the entire term of the Agreement as follows:

3.5.1.1  Workers’ Compensation: If Contractor has employees as

defined by the State of California, Contractor shall maintain Workers’ Compensation

Insurance (Coverage A) as prescribed by the laws of the State of California. Policy

shall include Employers’ Liability (Coverage B) including Occupational Disease with

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limits not less than $1,000,000 per person per accident. Policy shall be endorsed to
waive subrogation in favor of RCA; and, if applicable, to provide a Borrowed
Servant/Alternative Employer Endorsement.

35.1.2 Commercial General Liability:  Commercial General
Liability insurance coverage, including but not limited to, premises liability, contractual
liability, completed operations, personal and advertising injury coverage claims which
may arise from or out of Consultant’s performance of her obligations hereunder. Policy
shall name RCA, its respective directors, officers, elected officials, employees, agents
or representatives as an Additional Insured. Policy’s limit of liability shall not be less
than $1,000,000 per occurrence combined single limit. If such insurance contains a
general aggregate limit, it shall apply separately to this Agreement or be no less than
two (2) times the occurrence limit.

3.5.1.3  Vehicle Liability: If Consultant’s vehicle(s) or mobile
equipment are used in the performance of the obligations under this Agreement,
Consultant shall maintain liability insurance for all owned, non-owned or hired vehicles
in an amount not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence combined single limit. If such
insurance contains a general aggregate limit, it shall apply separately to this agreement
or be no less than two (2) times the occurrence limit. Policy shall name RCA, its
respective directors, officers, elected officials, employees, agents or representatives as
an Additional Insured.

3514 General Insurance Provisions — All lines:

(A)  Any insurance carrier providing insurance coverage
hereunder shall be admitted to the State of California and have an A.M. BEST rating of
not less than an A: VII (A: 8) unless such requirements are waived, in writing, by the
RCA. If RCA waives a requirement for a particular insurer, such waiver is only valid for
that specific insurer and only for one policy term.

(B) The Consultant’s insurance carrier(s) must declare
its insurance deductibles or self-insured retentions. If such deductibles or self-insured
retentions exceed $500,000 per occurrence such deductibles and/or retentions shall
have the prior written consent of the RCA before the commencement of operations
under this Agreement. Upon notification of deductibles or self insured retentions which
are deemed unacceptable to the RCA, at the election of the RCA, Consultant’s carriers
shall either: 1) reduce or eliminate such deductibles or self-insured retentions as
respects this Agreement with the RCA,; or 2) procure a bond which guarantees payment
of losses and related investigations, claims administration, defense costs and expenses.

(C)  The Consultant shall cause her insurance carrier(s)
to furnish the RCA with 1) a properly executed original Certificate(s) of Insurance and
certified original copies of Endorsements effecting coverage as required herein; or, 2) if
requested to do so orally or in writing by the RCA, provide original Certified copies of
policies including all Endorsements and all attachments thereto, showing such
insurance is in full force and effect. Further, said Certificate(s) and policies of insurance
shall contain the covenant of the insurance carrier(s) shall provide no less than thirty
(30) days written notice be given to the RCA prior to any material modification or

cancellation of such insurance. In the event of a material modification or cancellation of
