Steve DeBaun, BB&K Legal Counsel, stated that Ordinance 08-01 was 
introduced to the Board of Directors at their meeting last month.  Early this 
year, the RCA amended its joint powers agreement to cite to and rely upon 
State laws governing cities in lieu of State laws governing counties.  The 
adoption of Ordinance 08-01 would make the RCA’s property acquisition 
policy consistent with the State laws governing cities regulations relating to 
property acquisition.

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8.2 INTRODUCTION OF ORDINANCE NO. 08-02, AN ORDINANCE OF THE 
 BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE WESTERN RIVERSIDE COUNTY 
 REGIONAL CONSERVATION AUTHORITY ADOPTING PURCHASING 
 POLICY FOR SUPPLIES, MATERIALS, OR EQUIPMENT 

 
  Honey Bernas, Director of Administrative Services, introduced Ordinance 
 08- 02 to the Board of Directors.  The Ordinance is to establish a purchasing 

policy for supplies, materials, or equipment.  It requires that funding for the 
purchase of supplies, equipment or materials should be accounted for with 
each year’s fiscal budget whenever possible and that approval of the budget 
by the RCA Board shall constitute approval of such purchases.  Contracts in 
the amount of $50,000 or less, with no prior budgetary approval, may be 
approved by the Executive Director, after consultation with the Chairman. 
Contracts, supplies, materials, or equipment in excess of $50,000 and not 
included in the budget will require prior authorization by the Board of Directors.  
The Ordinance also includes the policy for disposal of surplus supplies, 
materials, or equipment, emergency purchases and conflict of interest.  The 
policy does not apply to any public works contracts or for supplies, materials 
or equipment for any such public project.   

 
 Jeff Stone stated that he felt the $50,000 threshold for supplies and equipment 

was too high and proposed that the authority level for the Executive Director 
for the purchase of supplies, materials or equipment, and services be limited 
to $25,000 and to retain the authority for up to $50,000 for professional 
services and other contracts.   

 
 In response to Gary Thomasian’s question if the policy includes the purchase 

of vehicles used for field work, Honey Bernas said that the RCA contract’s with 
the County Parks Department for this service and they go through the bidding 
process for vehicle acquisition.     

 
 Andy Melendrez asked the average amount spent on supplies and whether 

RCA goes through bidding process, Honey Bernas estimated that the annual 
expenditure for supplies is approximately $20,000, and this is included in the 
budget.  For the most part, RCA orders supplies from the  County Purchasing 
Department. Honey Bernas stated that she would be glad to develop a report 
showing expenditures for supplies, materials and equipment for the past four 
years. 

 
Charlie Landry, Executive Director, added that the estimated amount for 
supplies is a compilation of multiple, lesser amount of purchases.  Purchase of 
big ticket items such as the copier and server are not frequent and are 
budgeted items.

provision to address emergency needs.  Honey Bernas indicated that the 
policy includes an emergency provision wherein purchase(s) shall be made in 
consultation with the Chairman and reported to the RCA Board at their next 
meeting.

9. EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT 

 
9.1 Report on Consultant Services 

 
  Charles Landry, Executive Director, reported that over the past year, Tom 

Mullen worked on projects such as: 1) Winchester 700; 2) Anheuser-Busch 
land swap; 3) Rand Study; and, 4) Working with various Foundations and 
organizations to solicit funds for operation and acquisition purposes and 
looking at a range of other funding mechanisms.  Currently, the Rand Study is 
undergoing peer review and is expected to be released in September.  He 
proposed that the RCA Board hold a special meeting to review the study.   

 
  Gary Thomasian asked what topics will be covered by the Rand Study report.   

Charles Landry said that the Study will cover, but not be limited to:  1) 
MSHCP benefits by governmental agencies and Permitees in Riverside 
County from years 1 through 4; i.e., transportation, infrastructure, 
development; and, 2) Cost and revenue projections as well as tools needed to 
manage and achieve the objectives of the MSHCP.   
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  John Zaitz requested a status report on the Washington, D.C., trips related to 

funding/grants.  Charles Landry explained the complex nature and means 
when dealing with Foundations from starting with getting them interested in 
conservation projects and pointing out the benefits of an MSHCP to the 
region.   

  
  Robin Lowe stated that she and some Board Members accompanied Tom 

Mullen to Washington, D.C., last spring.  At that time, the framework and the 
plan of attack were presented to the Department of Interior, Secretary Dirk 
Kempthorne, some Senate members as well as Douglas Wheeler, former 
California Secretary of Resources. She added that the complexity is where 
the RCA plan fits in the importance of conservation within the United States.  
The Rand Study will provide analysis and information to the RCA especially 
since conservation is not exclusive to us.   It was hoped that the Study would 
be completed in July, but the timeline for completion was moved to the fall 
because the magnitude of the scope is greater than anticipated.  She said that 
the amount of coverage that Tom Mullen has made to national conservancies 
and bringing focus to Riverside’s conservation plan and efforts have been 
tremendous.   

 
Jim Hyatt asked about the number of hours that Tom Mullen has worked and 
requested that the RCA Board be provided regular updates on the number of 
hours worked. 
 
Jeff Stone confirmed that a CalPERS retiree may work up to 960 hours/fiscal 
year and maintain their retiree status.  
 
Bob Schiffner questioned whether maintaining the monitoring contract is 
beneficial and requested that staff provide a report.   
 

10. LAND ACQUISITION UPDATE 
 

Ken Graff, Director of Land Acquisition and Property Management, informed the RCA 
Board that some acquisitions are currently in escrow awaiting closure.  The acquisitions 
will be included in the staff report at the next meeting.

Background:   

Subject to RCA Board approval, staff is in the process of finalizing the details to acquire the 
Francis property with a combination of RCA MSHCP funds and grant funding from the City of 
Temecula.  The subject property is located on the Temecula escarpment.  The City desires to 
preserve the escarpment area within, and adjacent to, its city boundaries in order to protect the 
natural view sheds.  The acquisition of the property will contribute to the reserve assembly goals 
of the MSHCP and totals approximately 64 acres in size.  Today’s action before the RCA Board 
of Directors will authorize the Regional Conservation Authority to accept grant funding from the 
City of Temecula and to enter into the necessary funding agreement.
