Background:   

On October 1, 2007, the RCA Board of Directors entered into a Professional Services Agreement 
with the audit firm of Ahern, Adcock and Devlin, LLP, to perform agreed-upon procedures for 
MSHCP Mitigation Fee Attestation.     

On May 5 2008, the Board approved a modification to the agreement (Amendment No. 1) to clarify 
the agreed-upon procedures and include annual review of the MSHCP public infrastructure 
contributions for all member agencies beginning in Fiscal Year 2009.  However, the not to exceed 
amount of the contract was not increased to reflect the change in scope.   

In order to keep review of fee collections current, while the completion of prior year reviews are 
underway, staff recommends that the scope of serves be expanded to include the performance of 
agreed-upon procedures for MSHCP fees, as well as civic and public infrastructure contributions, 
on an annual basis beginning with Fiscal Year 2009.  Said services are more particularly described 
in the attached Exhibits A and B.  Staff also recommends extending the term of the Agreement for 
a period of eight months, until June 30, 2012 to reflect the agreed upon completion date for the 
services rendered for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2011.   

Additional compensation for the performance of the additional services shall not exceed 
$75,000.00 annually, including authorized reimbursements, for all Services rendered under this 
agreement.  Funds to cover the cost of this amendment have been allocated in the proposed 
Fiscal Year 2009-10 budget.   
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
