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The RCA has acquired two properties with conservation easements and is the grantee of
a conservation easement on an additional property that are subject to special reporting
under the provisions in the easements for Section 404 Permits. Reporting on the
monitoring, maintenance, and management activities for these properties can include:

a. Annual removal of trash or man-made debris.

b. Annual maintenance of sighage and other notification features.

c. Maintenance of fences installed

d. Any annual restoration of the easement property damaged by any activities

prohibited.

Species Monitoring

The RCA Biomonitoring program staff have performed focused surveys for the
Delhi Sands Flower-Loving Fly on the Teledyne property. 2008 was the fourth year of
monitoring for the fly and more Delhi flies were observed during surveys than in the
previous three years combined. Additional details can be found in Appendix A, RCA
MSHCP Technical Reports — 2. Monitoring Program Survey Results — Delhi Sands
Flower-Loving Fly (Rhaphiomidas terminatus abdominalis) Survey Report 2008.

Management

To better identify the property as a habitat area new signs were installed at all
parcel corners and the entry points where paths and trails meet the property boundary. .
Area patrols by Park District Rangers were increased to stop OHV entry onto the
property and increased public outreach was initiated to educate area residents to the
management of area for habitat purposes.

All potential entry points to be fenced as future projects were marked and identified.
Two hundred (200) linear feet of new fence was installed as part of repairs needed to
existing fence on the northern boundary.

In October, 2008, the task of clearing debris and “cover” areas of a makeshift paintball
course illegally created in the central portion of the property was completed. Items
removed include mattresses, plywood, carpet, and household trash.

Trash and debris found on Teledyne prior to removal in October of 2008.

In November, 2008 medical waste and debris was discovered and removed from the
concrete bunkers in the eastern portion of the property and disposed of properly.

Communication was established with the organizers of a bicycle race club that had
previously utilized the trails on the property. The bike riders were informed that their
activity was not an authorized use of the property and no agreement was on record for
the events they were holding. Use of the property was denied and events re-routed until
surveys and evaluation of the continued use of existing trails can be completed and
formal permits are issued for future events if the use is determined not in conflict with or
detrimental to habitat and the allowable uses of the property.

Currently the property is patrolled two or more times monthly by Park Rangers to provide
increased enforcement during weekends and holidays. There has been a marked
decrease in trespass by cars and trucks and a considerable reduction in illegal OHV
activity.
